| recently visited one of the newer hospitals in Surrey
and was surprised to find that every patient now had
their own room. When we are feeling unwell or in pain
we understandably yearn for privacy. Not having
every passer-by see us in our disarray helps restore
some sense of dignity. And for visiting family and
friends it is good to be able to have time with their
loved one free from the eyes and ears of other
visitors and patients. No doubt too it can help with
control of infections and other aspects of health care.
| do not know if this is to be the style of all future NHS
hospitals but | can certainly see its appeal.

Nevertheless as | left that hospital | could not help but
feel a certain sadness if we are seeing the end of the
traditional hospital ward. | am all too aware of its
many disadvantages but the traditional hospital ward
is a symbol of an important truth. Healing is a
communal experience and health care a community
responsibility.

In an increasingly individualistic age the focus has
become all about “me and my needs”. | expect to see
the doctor when | want to and to receive treatment
when and where | want to and to receive the very
latest treatment, regardless of cost. On the face of it
this seems completely reasonable. The only problem
is that “me” does not exist in isolation.

Hospitals are places funded by the community to
meet the needs of the community. Hospitals are
places where the needs of many different individuals
are brought together. | am able to receive treatment
because the community has pooled its resources to
help me. But equally my treatment has to take place
alongside all those others also in need. Whilst the
doctor or nurse is seeing me others are waiting and
whilst | am waiting others are being seen. | have to
understand the demands | place upon the health care
system whether that be in terms of time, personnel or
treatment may effect the resources available to
others. Such resources are always finite. My healing
has to take place alongside the healing of others.
Much as | may wish it to be so, my needs are not the
only ones that matter. Sometimes even my needs
may need to be sacrificed in order to ensure that
others can be helped

Whether we are treated in an open ward or an
individual room we must never forget that healing is a
communal experience and health care a community
responsibility.

Among the many reasons why | am angry at the

threatened closure of the Royal Surrey County
Hospital is precisely because | believe that hospitals
need a community setting. We are told that fewer
and bigger regional hospitals can deliver better health
care. But such an approach severs the vital link with
the local community and panders to the very
individualism that puts ever-spiralling demands upon
the health service. Precisely because in my local
hospital | am likely to meet people | know, | am more
likely to understand that the meeting of my needs
must be placed alongside the meeting of others
needs.

The fight to save the Royal Surrey County Hospital
(and the other Surrey hospitals under threat) is not
just some selfish "n.i.m.b.y". reaction but a
recognition that the true place for a hospital is at the
heart of the community that it serves. Healing is a
communal experience and health care a community
responsibility.

The Church is vulnerable too to this growth in
individualism. So people pick and choose what they
want to believe, come to church when they want to,
choosing a type of service they like and often falling
for the biggest illusion of all, “but | don’t need to come
to church to be a Christian”.

Christianity is not an individual religion. It is about
belonging to a fellowship of faith, being a member of
the family of God. One of the dominant images of the
New Testament is that of the “Body of Christ”. We
are all members of the one body with our own part to
play. The eye cannot say it does not need the ear or
the hand say it does not need the arm. Christianity
affirms our fundamental interconnectedness. We
belong to one another, we need one another, we are
to be there for one another.

For a Christian coming to Church is a way of affirming
our belonging to the Body of Christ. | come to church
not to have my own personal time with God nor to
make “my” communion. | join with the family of faith
to acknowledge our true parentage (God our Father),
to affirm our shared faith (we believe...), to break
bread together (we are the body of Christ...) and,
refreshed, to be sent out in the service of others
(send us out in the power of your spirit...).

Let us never forget we are all part of a community
and that we belong to one another.

At our Wednesday 11am Eucharists at St Alban’s this month we will
be remembering on 7" March Perpetua, Felicity and their
Companions, Martyrs at Carthage, 203 and on 21%March Thomas
Cranmer, Archbishop of Canterbury, Reformation Martyr, 1556.

Whilst the memory of Thomas Cranmer lives on thanks to the glories
of the Book of Common Prayer, which has so shaped and
influenced the Church of England, the story of Perpetua may be less well known. The moving
and contemporary account of Perpetua, Felicity and their companions — early third century
African martyrs — proved to be of great significance in the life of the early Church. Vibia
Perpetua was a young, married noblewoman of Carthage and Felicity was her personal slave.
Saturas was possibly a priest and there were two other men, Saturinus and Revocatus, the
latter also a slave. Felicity was pregnant. It seems most of them were catechumens (those
preparing for Baptism) when they were arrested and only baptised later in prison. They were
condemned as Christians by the Roman authorities and dispatched to the public arena, there
to be mauled by wild animals. They all survived and were taken to be executed by the sword.
Before this, they all exchanged the Kiss of Peace and affirmed their faith in Christ, the Son of
God. The contemporary account of their martyrdom was widely circulated secretly throughout
Christian congregations and proved to give renown to their courage and to give
encouragement to their fellow Christians in the face of adversity. They were martyred for their
faith on 7" March 203.

The Church Electoral Roll

Important information — please read!

Every six years it is a legal requirement that all Anglican Churches prepare a new Church
Electoral Roll. Everyone who wishes their name to be included in the Church Electoral Roll,
whether or not their names are on the present roll have to apply for enrolment.

If you are on the existing Church Electoral Roll there is a letter for you at the church you most
usually attend inviting you to reply. If you have already collected your letter do not forget to
respond if you wish to remain on the Church Electoral Roll by completing the simple form and
returning it to the box at either church or returning it to the Church Office.

If you are not on the existing roll but wish to be included on the new roll, application forms are
available at either church or from the Church Office. The completed forms should then be
returned as above.

Anyone is entitled to have their name entered on the Church Electoral Roll if they
i are baptised and aged 16 or over (or will be 16 this coming year);

il have signed a form of application for enrolment;

And either

i are members of the Church of England or of any Church in Communion with the Church of
England being resident in the parish or (not being resident in the parish) have habitually
attended public worship in the parish during the six months prior to the application for
enrolment;

iv  are members in good standing of a Church (not in communion with the Church of England)
which subscribes to the doctrine of the Holy Trinity declaring themselves to be also members of
the Church of England and having habitually attended worship in the parish during the period of
six months prior to enrolment.

Membership of the Church Electoral Roll gives a sen  se of belonging to the Church
family.

It also
Governs how many representatives we have on Deanery Synod

Allows you to be on the Parochial Church Council and/or hold any other formal Church
offices

Allows you to vote at the Annual Parochial Church Meeting
Is a useful measure of the support for the local Church.

For those not resident in the parish it entitles their Baptism, Wedding or Funeral to be
conducted in the parish church.

Completed forms should be returned by 1% April 2007 and the new role will be published on 8"

April. Corrections may be made to the role but no new names may be added to the roll until
after the APCM on 24" April. However it would greatly assist us if completed forms were
returned well before the deadline.

A Volunteer’s Story

| started working as a Mothers’ Union
volunteer for Surrey Women’'s Aid many
years ago. Women's Aid is a national
network of refuges helping women and their
families escape domestic violence. At first |
was cleaning and typing but | became more
and more concerned about the plight of
families when the time came for them to
leave refuge life.

When women disappear from their homes,
running in very real fear for their lives (don’t
forget that at least two women a week die at
the hands of their partners or ex- partners)
they usually leave behind everything. After
six months they have to move on from the
refuge and the staff find them the best
possible accommodation and help the
women apply for any grants which may be
available to them. | started to think about my
own home and how much it would cost and
how difficult it would be to equip it with the
essentials. We all need cutlery, crockery, a
T.V , curtains, bath towels and bedding as
well as basic furniture. Most of us will have
received help from family and friends when
we first set up home and can only imagine
how difficult a task this is for the refuge
families who know no one in the area.

With Mothers’ Union love, prayers and
financial support | started to help the
families, at this most difficult time, in anyway
they asked. Sometimes | need to drive a
van to collect donated furniture sometimes
buy a slow cooker so the family can eat hot
food - you can only eat Pot Noodle if all you
have is a kettle. It's not easy for many of the
women to ask for help but we offer it with
love and no strings. Whatever they request |
will find. The staff tell me the luxury of this
offer makes every difference to the family - it
will probably be the only choice they get to
make.

This year our own parish has added their
financial backing to the material donations
they offer and words cannot describe the
healing effect this has on very damaged
lives.
